Description

Antique hand-forged cutlery service in the Old English pattern made by George Jackson & David Fullerton,
considered to be one of the finest makers of flatware during the late 19th and early 20th century. All pieces
were made in 1902 and 1903 unless otherwise stated and the cutlery is presented in a fitted oak canteen
box.

Originating in the 1750s, Old English probably ranks as the definitive British flatware pattern and is
therefore one of the most frequently encountered in its various forms. With its simple clean lines, showing a
single thumbnail to the reverse of the bowl and the pip on the front of the forks and the back of the spoons,
Old English remains the most popular pattern through to the present day.
