Art Deco design, short for Arts Décoratifs, is characterised by rich colours, bold geometry, and decadent
detail work. Having reached the height of its popularity in the 1920s, '30s and '40s, the style still brings in
glamour, luxury, and order with symmetrical designs in exuberant shapes.
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
