Description

Each dish is engraved with the marital arms of the Poley and Hallifax families and undoubtedly
commemorate the marriage of John George Weller Poley and Diana, youngest daughter of Thomas
Hallifax. They were married on 28 October 1847. The armorials are supported by a genealogical & heraldic
verification.
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
