Description

Mid-Victorian Aesthetic style silver goblet that is beautifully hand engraved with a scarab beetle in flight,
tendrils of foliage and flowers. A cast serpent swirls around the stem and the domed base is hand engraved
with spreading laurel leaves against a threaded background. 

The frosted goblet bowl features a band of engraved geometric diamond and bead patterns around the
base and the oval shield on one face is engraved with intricate entwined initials in script form and the date
1884.

This is a charming silver goblet, perfect for ceremonial purposes - kiddish cup, communion or christening.
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
